Chairman Viereck continued with a discussion for the January Reorganization meeting.  It was decided that the meeting would be held on January 15, 2009.

A. Zappasodi continued with a discussion on the Townships submission of the COAH Round 3 plan.  If the Judge should deny the motion to extend he believes a special meeting will be needed in December to have Jim Bell come and present the plan to the Board and then he will need to go to Committee.  Mr. Zappasodi stated that he will know within the next 2 weeks whether or not the motion to extend has been granted.  A brief conversation continued on the COAH Round 3 plan.
Chairman Viereck stated that he has heard several good comments on the aesthetics of the new CVS building out on 322.

P. Lott had 2 updates.  A settlement date has been set for the LaPallamento farm which is 92 acres on High Hill Road which is across from High Hill Estates.  While they were cleaning up this site the property next door, which belongs to Alex Gatusso,  approached the Township and signed up to preserve his 10 acre parcel.
The Calli Farm settled yesterday 12/3/08, which was the end of the PIG Grant.

A. Zappasodi also mentioned that a lawsuit has been filed against the Land Use Board for Wellington Estates.

Recreation Fees were discussed.

With nothing further to discuss, A. Elefante made a motion to adjourn which was seconded by A. Zappasodi.  All were in favor.

The Joint Land Use Board meeting adjourned at 7:30.
