The Administrator presented her report as self explanatory and asked if there were any questions.

Committeeman Armano questioned the dog license violations mentioned in the report, and the Administrator explained.

Under discussion items, Solicitor Shoemaker advised the Committee that the Asst. County Counsel continues to be of the opinion that tax rolls are struck in 2012 and therefore the Township must defend them, as contained within the County Assessor Agreement. He noted that Franklin Township is in the same position. He informed the Committee that he will continue working on this agreement with the County.

The Committee reviewed a proposed signal agreement between the Township, Department of Transportation and the NJTPA for the Rt. 322 and Exit 2 intersection. The Solicitor advised that he has reviewed the agreement and that it is fine. 

The Committee reviewed and discussed procurement cards and the CFO’s recommendation to look into this possibility. The Committee was in favor, however feels that a strong policy should be adopted as to usage and chain of command.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to approve a Traffic 
Light Agreement between the Township, NJDOT and NJTPA for Rt. 322 and Exit 2. All were in favor.

Mrs. DiBella noted that she will have a resolution of approval on the next meeting agenda. 

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to approve the bills 
and P.O.’s as presented by the Finance Officer pending the Mayor’s final review. All were in favor. 

With no further business, motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by 
Committeeman Descano to adjourn the meeting. All were in favor.
