MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REGULAR MEETING
OCTOBER 15, 2012

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Mayor Sam Maccarone who made the following statement:

The October 15, 2012 regular meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order. Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were Township Engineer Rob Callaway, Township Solicitor Mark Shoemaker and Administrator/Clerk Jane DiBella.

Those present saluted the American Flag.

Mayor Maccarone and Committeeman Descano presented Proclamations to the Swedesboro/Woolwich Girls Softball District 15 U14 Champions.

Congratulations were offered.

Motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to call a five minute recess. All were in favor.

The meeting resumed at 7:18 p.m. at which time motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Committeeman Armano to open the meeting to public comment. All were in favor.

Hearing none, the public portion was closed upon a motion by Deputy Mayor Fein, seconded by Committeeman Armano and unanimously approved.

Committeeman Elefante questioned the Solicitor as to bullet points 9 and 10 regarding future relocation of the traffic signal. The Solicitor responded that NJDOT would have full authority and the Township no liability. All were in favor.

The Administrator presented her report as self explanatory, with the following highlighted;
· Advised of meeting held with representative of LegalShield and requested the Committee’s authority to offer this service to employee’s as a payroll deduction plan.
· Noted numerous projects out to bid.
· Advised of communications with Columbia Gas of their pipeline project and advised that a representative would be present at the 11-5 meeting for questions and answers regarding the project.
· Brought to attention the JIF loss control report
· Shredding Event scheduled for 11-10 from 10 a.m.-1:00 p.m.
· Reminder that 11-5 meeting begins at 5:00 p.m.

The Township Engineer presented his report at which time the following items were discussed:
· Rt. 322 park and ride punch list being developed per NJTPA request
· Public works storage building bids received and undergoing legal review. Straga Brothers apparent low bidder.
· Met with County at Mill Road Bridge site. County will incorporate comments regarding main culvert.
· Road Improvement program underway. Natures Walk is completed and Regal’s Court is being done at this time. After that, the company will mobilize at N. Patricia and Kirschling Drive. Mayor Maccarone asked if the contractor has been cooperative. The Engineer replied that he has been, and that the foreman is onsite each day.
· Punch lists for Four Seasons going out within the next few weeks. Bifurcation area of phase 2B differs slightly from prior plan. Engineer will address this with K Hovnanian.

The following liaison reports were provided:

Committeeman Armano: Streets/Roads; Public Works storage building bids were received and are under legal review. Request to bid for snow removal and per diem help for snow. Stake Body truck bids due on 10-18. Road project is underway. Parks and Recreation; New York Bus Trip was successful. Next meeting will review the 2012 event schedule. Committee is low on membership and discussions have taken place as to methods to make replacements.
Committeeman Descano: JLUB; Heard application on 9-20 for 1st phase of Woolwich Commons regarding an amendment to the GDP and a time extension. Both were granted by the Board. Woolwich Commons will not submit site plan until 2013.Environmental Commission; Discussion ensue regarding combining the Swedesboro and Woolwich Commissions. The Borough will be invited to attend the 11-15 meeting to discuss a common game plan for a possible merger. Rocket Composter is undergoing a plan re-design. The Community gardeners will be advised to clean up their plots by 11-10, after which time a member of the Commission will have Royal Rangers assist as a community service project. The Commission has discussed connectivity of Logan and Woolwich walking trails, and has contacted DVRPC in this regard as to possible grants. The County has indicated support of this initiative. Committeeman Descano requested the Committee’s consent to support the initiative through the County and DVRPC. Mayor Maccarone suggested that this be discussed with Logan Township also. Deputy Mayor Fein added that it is the next logical step. Buildings and Grounds; Building bids have been received. Business Development Advisory; Had successful booth at Swedesboro/Woolwich Day with tremendous feedback from the public and local businesses. The Committee is planning a meet and great event for November. 
Committeeman Elefante: Finance; Will begin to discuss 2013 budget and beyond. Department Heads will be presented a packet to assist in prioritizing expenses. Discussions will be held with the Auditors in December to discuss upcoming financial planning. Code Enforcement/Zoning; Property maintenance issues being addressed. The Code Official, Zoning Officer, Administrator and Solicitor worked towards an acceptable agreement regarding a major code violation. Inspections at Kingsway High School are moving forward. There are outstanding rental registrations and fees, but there is a thirty day grace period. Demo of dilapidated buildings at Kings Highway and Rainey Road have occurred. Additional properties will be addressed.  Municipal Court; No report
Deputy Mayor Fein: Schools: Swedesboro Woolwich Board of Education is discussing the availability of funding for a new building project at their November meeting. They are looking for a building referendum in 2013. Word has been received that the district is working to secure adjacent land which could be used for recreation. Still interested in discussing solar options with the Township, and exploring other options in which the district and municipality can partner for mutual benefit.  Trash/Recycling: Bids have been received and are under review. Tonnage costs have decreased since 2011 even though there have been 80 units added. 
Mayor Maccarone: Police: Interviews were held earlier in the evening of four Sgts. for elevation to the position of Lieutenant. , Fire and EMS; Nothing to report. Ag/Open Space; Nothing to report. Ordinance Review: Nothing 

Under old business, Solicitor Shoemaker advised that he continues to investigate the Shared Services 
Agreement between the Township and County for Tax Assessment Services. His concerns have been 
sent on to County Counsel and the Tax Assessors department, and is awaiting their comments. 

Under new business, the Solicitor advised that he has not yet reviewed the Solar PPA Agreement bids 
for legal compliance, but noted that both bidders challenged the other’s bid. He suggested that a 
meeting be conducted with both bidders. He will report back on November 5th. 

The Administrator/Clerk reported that bids for the public works storage building have been provided to 
the Solicitor for legal review.

Motion was made by Committeeman Armano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize 
advertisement  for Per Diem Employees for Snow Plowing and Supplemental Plowing Contractor. All 
were in favor.

Motion was made by Committeeman Armano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize 
renovation to Field M at High Hill Park, which motion was subsequently amended to include engineering 
of said project. All were in favor. 

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize the 
advertisement of RFP’s for the disposal of recyclable materials. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to authorize 
advertisement for Towing and Storage Service. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to accept the 
retirement of Captain Thomas G. Neale effective December 1, 2012.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to accept the 
retirement of Fina Simonelli from the Code Office effective November 1, 2012. All were in favor. Mayor 
Maccarone noted that Fina has been here a long time and he hates to see her go. 	

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to allow the Administrator to make arrangements with Legal Shield as an employee offered health plan payroll deduction program. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to support the Woolwich Township Environmental Commission in moving forward with potential county grants for walking trails connecting Woolwich and adjoining municipalities. All were in favor. 

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to approve the following minutes:
September 17, 2012 Regular and Closed Session 
October 1, 2012 Work Session and Closed Session
All were in favor. Deputy Mayor Fein abstained on the minutes of 9-17-12. 

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to approve the bills and purchase orders as submitted by the Finance Officer pending the final review of the Mayor. All were in favor. 

With no further business, motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to adjourn the meeting. All were in favor.
