MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 19, 2012

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Maccarone at 7:04 p.m. with the following statement:

The March 19, 2012 regular meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order. Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were Township Engineer Rob Callaway, Solicitor Mark Shoemaker, Director of Community Development Anthony Zappasodi and Administrator/Clerk Jane DiBella.

Those present saluted the American Flag.

Mayor Maccarone administered the Oath of Office Administered to Special Law Enforcement Officers Andre Ouellette -  Matthew J. Boyko – Christopher M. Troughton – Chad T. Lago – Sean J. Sturgis – Michael Curiale .

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to recess. All were in favor.

The meeting resumed at 6:17 p.m.

Motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to open the meeting to public comment. All were in favor. 

Joe DiFeo of 325 Keswick Drive inquired as to having deed restrictions lifted in Westbrook Townhomes regarding fencing.

Mr.  Zappasodi responded that only the developer could lift the restrictions, and that the township has a copy of the deed restrictions which homeowners signed. He added that the Township is not in the position to issue fence permits because it is aware of said restrictions.

Mr. Shoemaker asked if it was a condition of approval. Mr. Zappasodi replied that it was left to the developer.

Deputy Mayor Fein asked if there is any way that Mr. DiFeo could act to initiate changing the restrictions, suggesting that the residents sign a petition. Mr. Zappasodi replied that that route had already been explored.

Mr. Shoemaker asked what is on the other side of his property, and was told it is easements and adjoining backyards.

Mr. DiFeo noted that upon his purchase of the property, he was told that once the developer was out, the restrictions would be lifted.

Mr. Zappasodi offered to get Mr. DiFeo in touch with the developer.

With no further comment, the public portion closed upon a motion by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein. All were in favor.

Mr. Zappasodi noted that as a follow up to the last meeting that the owner is agreeable to providing the Township with a Certificate of Insurance Rider with the Township as named insured. He suggested the Township could either table the resolution or make approval contingent upon the insurance language.

Motion was then made by Committeeman Fein to amend the resolution contingent upon the addition of language being receipt of no less than $1 million of liability coverage in the financial interest of Woolwich Township. Committeeman Descano seconded. All were in favor.

The Engineer provided his monthly report during which the following was discussed:
· Meeting scheduled regarding Hendrickson Mill Dam Project
· Borings taken at future public works building site. Discussion then ensued regarding type of building needed. The engineer presented a questionnaire to get the thoughts of those involved as to parameters of the building functions as foreseen.
· Deputy Mayor Fein questioned a proposed timeline on the culvert construction on Mill Road. The engineer responded there may take up to six months to complete permitting phase. The Deputy Mayor advised that if the project could be done by the end of the year, the residents would be thankful. Mr. Callaway replied that much of that depends upon design of piping as opposed to construction of culvert. 
· The Committee reviewed and discussed proposals WOTP 1201 for various road work and WOTP 1116 for Meadowview estates Site Work Evaluation. The engineer advised of preliminary inspections which show faulty sub base on Patricia drive which would require total reconstruction.  The Committee inquired if there is a priority listing of roads and was told that all are a priority at this time, although Daniels Way drainage could be a separate project.  The Committee also discussed the proposal for Meadow View site work evaluation. The Committee was informed by Mrs. DiBella that a Letter of Credit still exists and suggested the Solicitor be authorized to pursue the funds.
		
The Director of Community Development presented his monthly report as self explanatory. There were no comments or questions from the Committee				

The following proposed Ordinances were reviewed and discussed:
1. Riparian Zone
1. Portable Storage Units
1. Septic Systems to Sanitary Sewers in Adopted SSA
1. Septic Management
1. Zoning Code/Office in Home
1. Fee Ordinance Amendment
Mr. Zappasodi noted that some of the Ordinances have been vetted before the Joint Land Use Board. He also advised that it is important that consideration be given to introduce the two septic ordinances and the Riparian Zone Ordinance as a prerequisite for WMP approval. He noted that the JLUB had voiced concerns with the Riparian Zone Ordinance and its potential effect on farming operations and properties located near creek watersheds. 

It was noted that the portable storage unit ordinance did receive approval from the JLUB subject to clarification as to non-residential and accessory use. 

Mr. Zappasodi also explained that there is a significant amount of work to be done on the Zoning/Home office ordinance, which the JLUB tabled.

As to the fee ordinance revisions, the JLUB did issue approval, however, based upon review of the checklist, Mr. Zappasodi suggested waiting until the April 2nd meeting for introduction.

The following liaison reports were offered:
							
Committeeman Armano: Parks and Recreation; Active with spring sports underway. Nine organizations are using fields and all want more time. Father/daughter Dance was successful with over 400 attending. Two more are planned for the fall with separation of age groups. River Winds swimming event upcoming and sold out. Easter Egg Hunt planned. Public Works storage building being planned. Public Works hopes to hire full time employee dedicated to grounds maintenance.  
Committeeman Descano: JLUB: Meeting held last week for ordinance review. The JLUB had heated discussion regarding the Riparian Zone ordinance and restrictive language. Environmental Commission; Community Garden Clean up conducted and the site will be prepared by Maugeri Farms. The Commission is struggling with plans for the rocket composter enclosure. Buildings and Grounds; Location of public works building makes sense and does not use valuable park land. Business Development Advisory: Very excited and enthusiastic group of dedicated volunteers.
Committeeman Elefante: Finance; Budget introduced. 2011 audit due July 1st. Code Enforcement; Met on March 14th and will meet again on April 11th. One house has been issued a demolition notice and  more will be looked at. Municipal Court; No report
Deputy Mayor Fein: Schools, Mayor and Deputy Mayor will participate in the Teacher for a Day Program at Kingsway. Mayor Maccarone, Deputy Mayor, S/W Board President and Freeholder Wallace met with senior staff at Governor’s office regarding school funding. Jen Cavallaro will take a lead on certain topics. There is hope to align with senate President Sweeney to legislate fair funding. Trash/Recycling; Based on the recommendation of the Administrator/Clerk, it may be in the Township interest to re-bid the trash contract since others have had significant savings with numbers. Will continue to explore shared services though. 
Mayor Maccarone: Police: New Class I Officers will be used at the park and township events. Fire and EMS; No report. Ag/Open Space; No agenda, therefore meeting was cancelled. Ordinance Review; Thanks to Mr. Zappasodi for his work on ordinance review. 

Under old business, Solicitor Shoemaker asked for instruction to advertise RFQ’s for solar expansion 
at 250 Kw. 

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize the 
Solicitor to authorize bids for expansion of system up to 250 Kw. All were in favor.

Under new business, Mayor Maccarone discussed the potential vacation of Ogden Road to Grasso 
Foods.  Committeeman Armano asked why this would be necessary and was informed the road is in 
bad shape, and only utilized for the company. Mayor Maccarone will speak with Grasso Foods again on 
the subject. Solicitor Shoemaker added that a legal description will be needed, and that Grasso Foods 
will conduct the survey.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize Mayor Maccarone to continue discussion on the 
vacation of a portion of Ogden Road and to move forward with the Solicitor on a draft ordinance. 
Motion was seconded by Committeeman Armano. Committeeman Descano asked if there would be a 
public hearing for adjacent landowners and was informed that the Ordinance would have a public 
hearing like any others. All were in favor.

Upon the recommendation of the Administrator/Clerk, motion was made by Committeeman Armano 
and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to 	Authorize Advertisement for P/W Laborer and Administrative 
Time help. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize the 
solicitor to investigate the status of the Letter of Credit as posted on Meadowview Estates. All were in 
favor. 

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize the 
Township Engineer to conduct core samplings as described in proposal WOTP1101 for purposes of cost 
effectiveness in the not to exceed amount of $5,500.00. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to introduce

Discussion ensued regarding scheduling a Town Hall Meeting. It was decided to hold it on Monday, April

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to proceed with the 
preparation of trash bids. All were in favor.

March 5, 2012 Regular and Closed Session 
All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to approve the bills and PO’s as submitted by the Finance Officer pending the final review of the Mayor. All were in favor.

With no further business, motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to adjourn the meeting. All were in favor.
