MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 5, 2012

The meeting was called to order at 7:06 p.m. by Mayor Maccarone with the following statement:

The March 5, 2012 regular meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order. Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were: Solicitor Mark Shoemaker, Director of Community Development Anthony Zappasodi, and Deputy Clerk Kathy Haas.

Those present saluted the American Flag.

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to open the meeting to the public. All were in favor.

Mr. Rokuskie, 107 Westbrook Drive stated his concerns regarding parking in the Westbrook Development and also fire safety.  He has been a resident for 6 years and was saying that the road still isn’t completed in the section that goes back to the townhomes.  He would not like to see parking on just one side and shared concerned if the entire road would have to be like that and where signage would be placed?  Mayor Maccarone said that the matter will be discussed when the ordinance is introduced and the public will be notified of the public hearing.  

Mr. Sweeten, of 187 Westbrook Drive concerns are for the esthetics of the look of the community in regards to the one-sided parking but he feels that it is completely  maneuverable as things are now. He feels there are ways of doing things without the need to junk it up.  He also stated that there is the need for more police presence back in that area.  

Mayor Maccarone feels Lt. Neale, who is a trained safety officer, has put a great deal of time into the restricted parking situation but the safety of the residents is the first concern.  Committeeman Elefante thought there are other options to consider and Deputy Mayor Fein stated that much thought has been put into the map that Lt. Neale submitted and all concerns will be considered for every resident.  Matter to be discussed later in the meeting.

Hearing no further discussion, motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to close the public portion. All were in favor.

Director of Community Development Report:  
· Anthony Zappasodi has scheduled a meeting with the engineer and DEP regarding Mill Road bridge application for March 28th in Trenton.  
· Chestnut Ridge cleanup has commenced work for the next few weeks.  They will be putting up silt fencing and cleaning up the site.  They are about 3-4 weeks away from the asphalt being laid, depending on the weather.  Residents seem satisfied. 
· There is a working draft Memorandum of Agreement between the Shell Station and Township.  The owners have accepted everything and he’s fine with the outcome.  Solicitor would like to see the owner vs operator of the property defined in the current draft and he also would like to reinforce the indemnification that would protect the township from any incident that may occur on the sidewalk and that the owner would be responsible to maintain it. Mr. Zappasodi also stated that in the event that the township trucks are not available to plow, the owner take care of it.  Anthony will ask the owners for a Proof of Insurance naming the Township as additional insured, in the amount of at least $1,000,000.00 general liability.  He also stated that he would  have an answer for the next meeting.

Park Director:  Natalie Matthias would like to request an amendment to the park usage fee Ordinance capping fees for organizations that meet the Category 3 criteria. This would consist of  90% being S/W residents with 500 participants to equal $2500 per season. Committeeman Armano explained the history of the usage fees and how the residents feel about it.  Deputy Mayor Fein stated that the cap should not have a dollar amount just the cap of 500 participants.  The participation of the parents for the S/WLL and S/W Soccer Assoc. would help to maintain the Stratton &  Harker fields as an alternative instead of our Public Works Dept.  Committeeman Armano would like to meet with these parents to see what the level of participation would be.  Solicitor does feel the Ordinance would have to be amended and he will reach out to the Park Director with his comments.    

Water Conservation Ordinance: Committeeman Descano stated that the Environmental Commission would like to achieve Bronze Status as a Green Community under Sustainable New Jersey.  One of the requirements is to adopt a water conservation program and Committeeman Descano has asked the solicitor to draft an ordinance so he can recommend it to the Environmental Commission for their review.

Mr. Sweeten commented that on rainy days there are many lawn sprinklers being run in the community and even at the schools.   Also Mr. Sweeten has an extensive knowledge and background in chemical fires and anytime he can help with anything, he’d like to volunteer his services.

Westbrook Parking Restrictions/Draft Ordinance for Review:  Still many questions unanswered but safety is first.  Mr. Zappasodi said that Lt. Neale asked him to speak in his place.  He submitted a map showing “No Parking” on the outside radiuses of the curve and still make it safe and allow for more parking for the residents. Lt. Neale has submitted a map with highlighted areas where the curves are.  Mayor would like to introduce this at the next meeting.  Fire Marshall Johnson thinks it’s a good plan and state law dictates that the curbs be painted yellow and signage put up.  He also thought it would be an excellent idea to take the island out to allow for the fire trucks and apparatus to get down the street.  Would request that the solicitor draft an ordinance with what Lt. Neale proposes with the addresses stated. 

There was no old business.

Motion made by Committeeman Armano and seconded by Committeeman Descano to approve resolution R-2012-65 Resolution for Closed Session.  All in favor.
