MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REGULAR MEETING
MAY 21, 2012

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Mayor Maccarone with the following statement:

The May 21, 2012 regular meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order. Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were Township Engineer Rob Callaway, Solicitor Shoemaker’s Associate Marla Gaglione, Director of Community Development Anthony Zappasodi and Jane DiBella, Administrator/Clerk.

Those present saluted the American Flag.

Motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to open the meeting to public comment. All were in favor.

Justin DiDomenico of 279 Westbrook Drive and Kristi Maiese of 283 Westbrook Drive approached the Committee regarding the aesthetics of the exterior of the Westbook Drive Townhomes, asking f there can be measures put in place to provide consistency. They noted that residents should not be allowed to make changes to their exterior which will impact home values.

Mayor Maccarone asked the Director of Community Development to explain the original deed restrictions put in place by the developer which expired in 2008. 

Deputy Mayor Fein informed Mr. DiDomenico that it seems the Township does not have enforcement power.

Mr. DiDomenico replied that he wants to work with the township to define and enforce the original restrictions.

Mr. Zappasodi reiterated that would be the responsibility of the developer, and that we were not made aware by the developer that the architectural review committee had disbanded in 2008.

Mr. DiDominico stated that he is not interested in forming a Homeowners Association. He simply wants a means to enforce consistency with home exteriors. 

Mayor Maccarone replied that we would have to do that throughout the Township, that we cannot pick and choose restrictions, and that whoever placed the restrictions would either have to have them removed or enforce them.

Committeeman Descano suggested the residents contact Fieldstone as they are the authority.

Committeeman Elefante suggested getting a group of residents together to approach Fieldstone regarding these issues.

Mr. DiDomenico asked if anyone would volunteer to be a liaison between the residents and Fieldstone. Mr. Zappasodi made that offer.

With no further comment, motion was made by Committeeman Descano, seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein and unanimously passed to close the public portion.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to approve resolution R-2012-103 Resolution of the Township of Woolwich Making an Elevation to the Position of Corporal within the Woolwich Township Police Department naming Robert Burness. All were in favor.

Mayor Maccarone administered the Oath of office to Crpl. Burness.

Corporal Burness thanked the Committee and Chief for the opportunity and his family and friends for their support. He promised to continue to do what he does best; to protect and serve the residents of Swedesboro and Woolwich. 

Committeeman Descano moved to call a five minute recess. Deputy Mayor Fein seconded. All were in favor. 

The meeting resumed at 7:30 p.m. at which time the Committee reviewed the following reports as submitted for the month of April:

The Engineer presented his monthly report at which time the following discussion took place:
· NJDOT has allowed remaining aid on Garwin Road repairs to be applied to the second repair. 
· Mill Road-Meeting to be held in June to attempt to finalize permitting and submission needs.
· CDR work completed on Patricia Drive
· Annual Stormwater report has been submitted
· Chestnut Ridge-Work ongoing to re-eastablish grade on rear basin.
· Looking at split of responsibilities under the Municipal Services Act for Four Seasons phases 1 and 2
· Meeting o be held with DOT and Township regarding intersection improvements at Rt. 322 and Kings Hwy.

Committeeman Armano asked Mr. Callaway what the CDR report was on Patricia Drive. Mr. Callaway responded that it stands for “California Bearing Method”  which gauges the strength of the road sub base which helps to establish an estimate of cost.

The Director of Community Development presented his report at which time the following was noted:
· Meeting to be held with Bob Pacilli regarding COAH Units at the Enclave at Stone Meeting Estates
· Attended redevelopment seminar-which was not applicable to the Township. Would like to attend second session in the fall which should prove more valuable to the township.
· Formal notification has been received from the DEP regarding the public hearing on the township’s wastewater management plan scheduled for July 9th. Mr. Zappasodi asked the Committee’s permission to make the arrangements needed and send necessary notifications of the hearing. Committeeman Descano asked if the meeting would be sunshined and was told that it would. He also asked if the Joint Land Use Board should also sunshine the notice and was told that it should.
· Mr. Zappasodi then advised of revisions made to the Riparian Zone Ordinance based upon the input of the JLUB and asked that he be allowed to vet those amendments through the DEP. He also suggested that a second public hearing be conducted on the Ordinance prior to adoption, and noted that the Ordinance should be adopted prior to the July 9th WMP hearing. Deputy Mayor Fein asked if Mr. Zappasodi needed any direction that evening. Mr. Zappasodi replied that he is only asking to vet the changes through the DEP, and that the Committee may move forward with the ordinance at its next meeting. Mayor Maccarone thanked Mr. Zappasodi for his help at the JLUB level.
				
The following liaison reports were offered:											
Committeeman Armano: Streets/Roads;  The P/W Director has completed an inventory of all signs in 
the Township for compliance with the new Federal Highway Safety Standards.  Four of the P/W 
employee’s will attend training on those standards.  Installation of traffic signal at Oldmans Creek and 
Auburn Roads is nearing completion. Parks and Recreation; Fun Day was successful, 56 vendors and 
approximately 6-7,000 people. Waiting to hear the financial results, but costs were covered and it was a 
safe environment. He stated he was impressed with the Park Director and her team. The overlap of the 
Swedesboro Home and Garden Show did not cause any problems. Parks and Rec is planning the Autumn 
Bash, but looking for a venue. Camp Connection event was a success, but numbers were low perhaps 
due to lack of e-mail blast regarding the event. Tomato and Wine Festival; Spoke with Parks and Rec 
about organizing this event. Decision was made to let it die. Opportunities may exist to conduct a wine 
festival however. Committeeman Descano asked if the Autumn Bash could be linked with the Tomato 
Festival and was told that idea had not been discussed. Committeeman Descano then suggested the 
use of Rode’s Barn as a venue for the Autumn Bash. 
Committeeman Descano: JLUB, Met and reviewed the Riparian Zone Ordinance as needed for the final piece of the WMP puzzle. Some JLUB members are concerned with the effects of the conservation of sensitive wetlands along classified streams. It is hoped that amendments can be worked out that will be more palatable to landowners, while at the same time, complying with state requirements. Environmental Commission; The EC participated in the Home and Garden Show making Mr. Grass Heads. Buildings and Grounds; Discussed design of public works storage building. He feels that aesthetics should be taken into consideration due to the location within the park. Business Development Advisory: Meeting scheduled for 5-23. Previously planned “Meet and Greet” has been postponed until the fall. The BDAC is an energetic group. Follow up with Diane Hale will be conducted as to joining forces in some way with the Swedesboro Business Development group. 
Committeeman Elefante: Finance; Close to finalizing 2011 Audit. CFO is looking at 2013 expenses. Code Enforcement; Zoning; Monthly meeting was held  which was beneficial. The Code Official continues to look into demolition of dilapidated structures. Also discussed commercial sign violations, ordinances and open violations which the zoning officer will pursue.  Many complaints are coming in for maintenance of abandoned structures. Municipal Court: Municipal Division Audit is scheduled for June 4th and 5th. 
Deputy Mayor Fein: Schools: KRHS Field named after Kingsway graduate Ryan Ianelli who lost his life in Afghanistan. Fair funding rally was held. Petitions can be signed on-line. We need to spread the word in looking for funding that is rightfully our schools. Trash/Recycling: 2011 trash and recycling numbers are in. Tonnage increased over last year. 2011 tonnage grant is in the amount of $15,370. Vegetative waste is being collected in house within Four Seasons. Not much has been collected. Looking to finalize the Agreement for trash collection at the Kingsway District. Shade Tree Commission: No report
Mayor Maccarone: Police; Elevation of Ptlm. Burness to Corporal will be a benefit to the department.  Fire and EMS; Presence at Fun Day was a valuable educational community tool. Ag/Open Space; No meeting held. Ordinance Review: Thanked the Director of Community Development for his work on Ordnances.

There was no old business.
