MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REGULAR MEETING
JUNE 18, 2012

The meeting was called to order at 7:04 p.m. by Mayor Samuel Maccarone Jr. who made the following statement:
 
The June 18, 2012 regular meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order. Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were Solicitor Mark Shoemaker, Engineer Rob Callaway, Director of Community Development Anthony Zappasodi and Administrator/Clerk Jane DiBella.

Those present saluted the American Flag. 

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to open the meeting to public comment. All were in favor.

Hearing none, motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to close the public portion. All were in favor.

The Committee heard from Lisa Schneider and Peter Abitano from Brown and Brown, the Township’s current health benefit broker of record.

Discussion commenced regarding comparisons between the Township’s current health and prescription plan from a plan being proposed by Marsh/McClennan. 

Committeeman Armano asked if there is an analysis tied to employee usage. Ms. Schneider replied that the Trust does not break out usage, but rather has experience as a group.

Brown and Brown then reviewed a wide spread of various plan design and potential savings. Mr. Abitano noted his concerns with the Marsh/McClennan plan as to administrative workload of re-imbursements through a Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) and loss of current providers now in the PPO network.

Committeeman Armano then questioned the renewal process. Ms. Schneider replied that the annual costs are the result of Brown and Brown’s negotiations with AmeriHealth.

Deputy Mayor Fein asked which plan Brown and Brown feels offers the best service and most savings. Ms. Schneider said the HMO plan would. 

Committeeman Armano asked if the rates are negotiable. Ms. Schneider replied they are non-negotiable and based upon actuarial numbers.

The Committee thanked Ms. Schneider and Mr. Abitano for their presence.

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to approve the following reports as presented for the month of May:

The Administrator/Clerk noted that an amended police report was a separate handout from that included in the packet. All were in favor.

Mr. Zappasodi noted that the Joint Land Use Board had recommended revisions to include Right to Farm language and to include alternate energy exemptions. He noted that under state statutes, the alternate energy language was not allowed, but that the Ordinance had been amended to include Right to Farm language. He noted that he has prepared a memo which addresses the Joint Land Use Boards comments and explain why not all of their recommendations were included in the Ordinance. 

Committeeman Armano asked if the Joint Land Use Board has been so advised, and Mr. Zappasodi replied that they have been. 

Motion was then made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to adopt Ordinance 2012-10 Township of Woolwich-Riparian Zone Ordinance as amended.

Rob Callaway, Township Engineer presented his monthly report at which time the following discussion took place:
· Heritage Walk Drainage-Committee Armano questioned status. Mr. Callaway replied that he and Mr. Zappasodi had met on site. He has requested the drainage plans and will need to review them . Committeeman Armano then asked how much time would be needed for review and recommendation to which Mr. Callaway estimated five hours. 
· Hendrickson Mill Road-Mr. Callaway provided an update to a meeting conducted with the DEP.
· Chestnut Ridge-Final road coat to be conducted this week. Berms will need to be created to prevent washout at rear basin.
· Creek Run-Punchlist was complied and provided in March. Developer’s intentions have not been received. 
 			
The Director of Community Development presented his	Monthly Report at which time the following discussion took place:
· Letter presented for authorization to submit to NJDOT regarding need to expedite proposed improvements to the Rt. 322/Kings Hwy. intersection.
· Spoke with resident of 9 Karens Court regarding removal of trees by NJ Turnpike Authority. Discussion ensued regarding whether or not the township could replace the trees through the tree compensation fund. Mr. Shoemaker mentioned the Shade Tree Commission and that a recommendation may have to come from them. Mr. Shoemaker suggested the Township draft a letter to the Turnpike Authority on the behalf of the resident asking that the buffer trees be replanted.
· Exit 2 Park and Ride-Mr. Zappasodi advised the Committee that he has spoken with Mr. DeSai regarding the maintenance agreement for the sidewalk fronting his property. Mr. Shoemaker responded that he has reviewed Mr. DeSai’s insurance policy and that it does provide liability as required.
· Mr. Zappasodi reminded the Committee of a meeting scheduled for June 25th for which letters were sent to 46 families whose properties either abut or are close to the rear of the proposed Woolwich Commons Phase 1. The residents have been invited to this meeting with the developer to discuss project buffering, noting that this meeting is required by the developer’s General Development Plan. He also reminded the Committee of the July 9th Wastewater Management Plan Public Hearing. 
· Committeeman Elefante asked if any further discussion has taken place with Aqua New Jersey regarding the proposed easement through the park, and was advised there has been no further contact.

The following liaison reports were provided:
											
Committeeman Armano: Streets/Roads; Working on property maintenance issues. Employee’s attended seminars and received certification on newly enacted Federal Highway Safety Standards. The Director of Public Works has arranged for shared use of a meter for sign reflectivity testing. Storage building plans being worked on by Pennoni.  Parks and Recreation; Summer Camps running at the park through June and July.  Sod repairs being conducted now that baseball season is over. The Public Works Director has asked the status of capital item purchases.
Committeeman Descano: In Committeeman Descano’s absence, Mrs. DiBella advised the Committee that the Environmental Commission will be conducting two kayak events. JLUB: Will meet for Pondview Sign variance. Business Development Advisory: Meeting scheduled for the 20th-moved up one week due to summer schedule of members. 
Committeeman Elefante: Committeeman Elefante noted the energy of the members of the Business Development Advisory Committee. Finance; 2011 Audit should be received soon. Code Enforcement; Meeting held and discussed sign violations, property maintenance issues, dilapidated buildings. 6 new home permits issued in the month of May. Welcome back to Fina who has returned to work after surgery. Municipal Court: Deputy Court administrator has given two week’s notice. 
Deputy Mayor Fein: Schools; No report. Trash/Recycling, There will be no collection on July 4th. Wednesday’s route and Thursday to be collected on the 5th. The Contractor has promised to finish all pickups if they fall behind schedule. Shade Tree Commission: No report
Mayor Maccarone: Police, Fire and EMS; Fire equipment should be moved back to the fire house next week after temporary relocation due to work conducted on the fire house parking lot. Police vehicle needed to replace Captain Neale’s vehicle. Alex’s lemonade stand run by Mario was a huge success at the Fire House. Ag/Open Space; Will meet in the future to discuss certain potential applications under the Planning Incentive Grant. Ordinance Review: Thanks to Mr. Zappasodi for all of his work on Ordinances. 

Under Old Business it was noted that no RFQ’s were received for Public Utility Attorney. Mr. Shoemaker 
recommended the Committee authorize re-advertisement of the RFQ. 

Upon a motion by Committeeman Elefante, seconded by Committeeman Armano and unanimously 
passed to approve resolution R-2012-123 Resolution for Closed Session, the Woolwich Township 
Committee entered closed session at 8:45 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the following matters: 

Contractual Matters: Mill Road; COAH/The Oaks/Stone Meeting House; Employee Benefit Plan

The regular meeting reconvened at 10:00 p.m. 

The Administrator/Clerk noted that one bid was received for the Solar Power Purchase Agreement from Hudson Energy in the amount of .0139 PKW. Noting a pending legislative bill which is on the Governor’s desk, Solicitor Shoemaker suggested holding the matter. He also noted that some bidders were unable to meet the bonding requirements as noted in the specifications. 

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Armano to accept the resignation of Deputy Court Administrator Ashley Criss with regret effective June 22nd. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize the Clerk to advertise the position. All were in favor.

Also under new business, motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize the Director of Community Development to write a letter to the New Jersey Turnpike Authority in support of the replacement of trees in the rear property of 9 Karens Court. Motion was seconded by Committeeman Armano. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize the re-advertisement of RFP’s for the professional service of Public Utility Attorney. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize the Administrator to submit an RFP for a police vehicle to include trade-in of an existing vehicle. Committeeman Armano seconded. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Committeeman Armano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to approve the following minutes:

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to approve the bills and purchase orders as presented pending the Mayor’s final review. All were in favor.
