MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REGULAR MEETING
JULY 16, 2012

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Maccarone at 7:05 p.m. with the following statement:
 
The July 16, 2012 regular meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order. Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were Township Engineer Rob Callaway, Director of Community Development Anthony Zappasodi, Solicitor Mark Shoemaker, and Administrator/Clerk Jane DiBella. 

Those present saluted the American Flag.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to approve resolution  R-2012-124 Resolution  of the Township of Woolwich Elevating SLEO II Steven Spithaler to the Position of 7th Class Patrolman Within the Woolwich Township Police Department. All were in favor.

Mayor Maccarone administered the Oath of Office to Patrolman Spithaler. Officer Spithaler stated that he was honored and proud to continue to serve the Township in this new capacity.

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to call a five minute recess. All were in favor. 

The meeting resumed at 7:12 p.m. at which time motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to open the meeting to public comment. All were in favor. 

Hearing no comment, motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to close the public portion. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to introduce said Ordinance.

Motion: Fein	Second: Elefante	Mr. Zappasodi  advised the Committee that a hard look has been taken at this subdivision, and feels it is appropriate for release and maintenance bond period at this time. He added for the record that all reimbursements due have been received. All were in favor.

R-2012-127 Resolution Authorizing Release of Performance Bond #1014164 and Maintenance Bond #1014168 in Accordance with Settlement Agreement with Lexon Surety for Chestnut Ridge
Motion: Fein	Second: Descano 	Mayor Maccarone noted that this action has been a long time coming, and thanked those township officials for their persistence. All were in favor.

Committeeman Descano asked if this was specific to Sgt. Lewis and was told that it is. Mayor Maccarone added that the Resource Officer is paramount to the district. Deputy Mayor Fein stated that during budget discussions, it is always the position that having the resource officer is so valuable to the district. He added that it is another great example of shared services. All were in favor. 

R-2012-129 Resolution of the Township of Woolwich Authorizing the Issuance of a Peddlers License 
Motion: Fein	Second: Elefante	Discussion ensued regarding whether or not private communities could be excluded from peddlers. Solicitor Shoemaker added that private communities could be excluded, but must be posted. Mrs. DiBella added that such wording could be added to the Ordinance to exclude private communities. Motion was then made by Committeeman Elefante to amend the resolution to exclude the Four Seasons Community from the peddling license as discussed. Deputy Mayor Fein seconded. All were in favor. 

R-2012-130 Resolution Authorizing an Amendment to Resolution R-2012-122 as adopted by the Woolwich Township Committee on June 18, 2012 Motion: Fein	Second: Elefante Mrs. DiBella explained the reasoning for the amendment to be that the police vehicles bought under state contract were available at a cheaper price through another vendor under the same state contract. All were in favor. 	

R-2012-131 Resolution Authorizing the Hiring of Angela Kalnas in the Position of Deputy Court Administrator	Motion: Elefante	Second: Descano	Committeeman Elefante noted that he was present during the interview process, and anticipates a smooth transition. All were in favor.

The Township Engineer presented his monthly report at which time the following was discussed:
· State has approved the tax maps as amended and updated. Asked for approval of the Township Committee to produce additional mylars at cost estimated at $550.00
· Public Works Building/second set of drawings submitted and will meet with Code Official and Director of Public Works.
· Working on specifications for 2012 road program. Base bids and alternates have been designated. Deputy Mayor Fein asked if any were where recent road opening permits were issued for S. Jersey Gas Company. The Engineer replied the road opening was only to provide gas to a residence and did not interfere with the roadway. 
· Natures Walk base coat holding up. 
· Ongoing work by K. Hovnanian at Four Seasons. Separate meetings were held with K. Hovnanian and the HOA in moving forwards towards various bond releases. Expected to have release for maintenance bond of section 1 by the end of the month.

Mayor Maccarone asked the engineer where we are with the Mill Road project. Mr. Callaway responded an internal meeting was held to discuss, based upon marching orders from the DEP. The Engineer will report back to the Committee with further estimates for permitting costs that were not originally anticipated. He estimated those costs to be in excess of $10,000.

The Director of Community Development presented his report at which time the following was discussed:
· Formal letter received from Senator Sweeney and 3rd District legislators in regards to the Memorandum of Understanding for signage at Rt. 322 for the Shell Station and Dunkin Donuts. Has reached out to DOT Commissioner in this regard.
· Redlined version of Stormwater Management Basin Agreement for Four Seasons provided for review. Mr. Zappasodi noted that the Agreement is designed to encompass all basins. Committeeman Elefante stated that there are 8 basins, not 6, with 2 being turned over to the Township. Mr. Zappasodi replied that the resolutions of approval are specific as to responsibilities. He said he would work with the Solicitor on the draft, send to K. Hovnanian for their review and hope to have ready for action the end of August or early September.

The following liaison reports were offered:
 
Committeeman Descano: JLUB: Met to review zoning issue. Rt. 322 project meetings are set up prior to final site plan approval. Environmental Commission: Mrs. DiBella requested and obtained an extension on the Sustainable Jersey composting grant project. Working on the unit enclosure. Indication is that the school contractor may construct the enclosure, but their first priority must be the school additions. Buildings and Grounds: Design underway on the Public Works building. Business Development Advisory: Gaining momentum. Business visitations being conducted by members of the BDAC. Committeeman Elefante added that he and the Administrator will attend the July 26th meeting of the Swedesboro Business Development Committee.
Committeeman Elefante: Finance: 2011 Municipal Audit should be complete by the end of the month. Review and preparation of 2013 budget ongoing.  Code Enforcement: Meeting held on June 6th. Discussion centered on demolition of unsafe houses. Four structures have been moved upon. Signage, property maintenance and blow up pool fencing discussed. Home business ordinance to be reviewed. Next Code enforcement meeting is scheduled for August 15th. Violation notices sent to properties with blow up pools over 24 inches that need to be fenced in. Updated Procars program in conjunction with new landlord rental ordinance. Municipal Court: Deputy Municipal Court Deputy Administrator has been replaced. Court Administrator is seeking a new court reporter.
Deputy Mayor Fein: Schools: tax levy for schools has been received. Local school taxes up $200. High School up $100 average. A lot of hard work has been undertaken to address the school funding issue. These tax increases reflect the effects of not receiving the additional funding.
 Mayor Maccarone: Police: Noted the elevation of a fine officer that evening. Fire and EMS: Fire Chief awaiting discussion on fire truck bid under new business. Ag/Open Space: Met and reviewed two parcels which have been approved for preservation under the state PIG Grant Program. Both offers have been accepted. One parcel had preliminary approval and one had final approval. Preservation of these lots alleviates some future housing. Ordinance Review : A few Ordinances to be worked on.

Under Old Business, Solicitor Shoemaker suggested holding off on RFP’s received until Governor Christie 
signs the solar bill. If the Governor does not sign the bill, the Committee may wish to re-bid the solar 
expansion project with revised bonding requirements for capital construction only.

Deputy Mayor Fein asked if the project could be re-bid under both scenarios. The Solicitor advised that 
we would not want to put in alternates, because we do not know what the bill entails.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to approve 
resolution R-2012-135 Resolution for Closed Session. All were in favor.

The Committee entered closed session at 7:54 p.m. for the purpose of discussing the following matters:
Contractual Matters: COAH; Sewer; Chestnut Ridge Developers Agreement

The regular meeting re-convened at 8:19 p.m.

Under new business, the Committee discussed the lone bid submitted by First Choice Apparatus in the amount of $659,315.00. The Committee decided to wait for legal review of the submitted bid, and the final adoption of the bond ordinance as introduced that evening.

The Committee discussed the one RFQ received for Utility Atty. from Chance McCann. The Solicitor noted that upon his brief review, it would seem that we are looking for more experience and background with utilities, and suggested rejecting the proposal. So moved Elefante. Descano seconded. All were in favor.

The Committee reviewed the submitted RFP’s for financial institutions and the CFO’s recommendation to reject and re-bid. So moved Elefante. Fein seconded. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize advertisement of bids for 2012 Road Projects. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein to authorize the Township Engineer to produce an additional 5 sets of tax maps at an additional cost to exceed $550.00. All were in favor. 

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Elefante to authorize the Director of Community Development to make application to the Court per discussion in closed session. All were in favor.

Mrs. DiBella explained efforts to develop a Shared Services Agreement with the County of Gloucester for Assessor services prior to the April 2013 conversion to the County due to the retirement of Bruce Komito, Tax Assessor.  Deputy Mayor Fein moved to authorize the Administrator/Clerk to move forward in this regard. Seconded by Committeeman Descano. All were in favor.

Solicitor Shoemaker advised of his discussions with the Police Chief as to the need to update the PD Rules and Reg’s, since the last revisions were done in 2003. Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to authorize the Solicitor to work with the Police Chief to update the Police Rules and Reg’s . All were in favor.

Also under new business, Committeeman Descano advised the Committee of the S/W Softball team playing in sectionals with the possibility of another District 15 Championship on the horizon. 

Motion was made by Committeeman Elefante and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to approve the minutes of the  June 18, 2012 Regular Meeting and Closed Session Meeting. All were in favor. Descano abstained.

Motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Deputy Mayor Fein to approve the bills and purchase orders as presented by the finance officer for approval pending the Mayor’s final review. All were in favor.

With no further business, motion was made by Deputy Mayor Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to adjourn the meeting. All were in favor.

The meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
