The Township Engineer presented his monthly report at which time the following items were discussed:	
· Public works storage building plans underway. Specifications should be completed within two weeks and ready for public bid. 
· Mill Road submissions should be ready for county review within a few weeks. 
· Base bids and alternates submitted on 2012 road program for review. 
· Will be meeting with Chestnut Ridge developer and Gloucester County Soil Conservation District to discuss erosion control methods.
· Shop drawings have been submitted for phase 2.2 of The Villages-Auburn Chase. Engineer will review bonding.
· Maintenance Bond punch list has been submitted for Woolwich Center. 
· Corrective actions at Four Seasons being reviewed.
· State Municipal Aid applications are due by October 16th. Discussed submitting same applicat6ion as last year for Russell Mill Road completion-Harrisonville Road to Davidson Road.

Mayor Maccarone asked the Engineer why he included a soils approval for M & S Excavating. Mr. Callaway responded that he wanted it put in front of the Committee as a follow up to the Zoning Officer’s denial of a soil removal permit. 

The following liaison reports were offered:
								
Committeeman Armano: Streets/Roads; Road project bids look good and will be under review. Public Works will utilize purchase of backhoe as purchased under state contract. Parks and Recreation; Two events were discussed; National Night Out on August 2nd was successful event. Oct. 8th bus trip to World Trade Center. There is a waiting list for the 2nd bus.  Soccer practice beginning at the park-Public works getting fields ready. 
Committeeman Descano: JLUB: Met a few times on zoning issues and have discussed lighting ordinance amendment to address big box stores on Rt. 322 to which the ordinance was silent. , Environmental Commission; No meeting held in July. Successful kayaking event held in July and another is scheduled in conjunction with Swedesboro EC.  Buildings and Grounds: Happy to see P/W storage building progressing. Business Development Advisory: Will meet on 8-22. Committee has great enthusiasm and has conducted door to door visitations with local businesses. Meet and Greet being scheduled. 
Committeeman Elefante: Finance; Have received letter of recommendation from Finance Officer on Bank RFP’s-Fulton Bank having submitted the best proposal. Code Enforcement; No code enforcement meeting held on 8-16. The Administrator will attend future code enforcement meetings going forward. Jim Morrison has resigned and best luck is wished to him after serving the township for 17 years. Joe Heitman has been promoted to replace Mr. Morrison as the Electrical Code Official. Rental Ordinance data is being entered, Fees are due on October 1st. Zoning; Municipal Court; No report.
Deputy Mayor Fein: Schools; Happy to report that A1792 and A259 were signed by Governor Christie making $4.4 million available to growth district schools. Thank you to Senate President Sweeney, Assemblypersons Riley and Burzichelli and all bi-partisan officials and residents who served on the Fair Funding Committee. The Kingsway District will use the extra funds for tax payer relief. The S/W District will bring on three new teaching positions, technology teacher and gifted and talented enhanced program as well as towards compliance with anti-bullying programs and stabilization of all programs in the next few years. He also noted the efforts of S/W Board President Jenn Cavallaro for her hard work, and stated he was thankful that he and Mayor Maccarone were able to play a part towards the achievement of fair funding. , Trash/Recycling; Bid is out and due on October 17th. Shade Tree Commission; No report.
Mayor Maccarone: Police: Thanks to Sgt. Lewis and Chief Marino for their hard work at National Night Out as well as the Woolwich Fire Company.  Fire and EMS; Fire Company has expressed gratitude for authorizing the purchase of a new tanker which is a much needed piece of equipment that will benefit the residents. Ag/Open Space; Attended Freeholder meeting at which time two Woolwich parcels were approved for preservation through the Planning Incentive Grant program. Ordinance Review: Proceeding.
