Engineer Report: 
· Hendrickson Mill Rd.- designers have options they’d like to discuss with Mayor and Administrator.  
· Garwin Road- a letter was written for a Corrective Action on the drainage repair that was done but a few things have to be looked at first. 
· Nocentino Drive-Bogey’s has done gutter repairs
· Warrington Mill Road- implement a detour hopefully between the holidays for the school bus consideration
· Farmland preservation-finalization of survey’s pending
· K. Hovnanian working on their punch list for Phase 1 & 2 and tree planting for release of Maintenance Bond. 
Committeeman Descano inquired about Garwin Road repairs for a short and long term plan.  The price from the contractor does not include an investigation of the ownership of the upstream portion.  Engineer suggested that an outline be done for the repairs and then call three contractors.

Liaison Reports:

Committeeman Armano: Parks and Rec had a successful Tree Lighting, Movie Night at Stratton and Bowling event in January.  Three new members will appointed in January.  Road Improvement Project is finished. P/W department is waiting on a Stake Body Truck delivery and they also purchased equipment for decompacting soil.

Committeeman Descano: Business Development Advisory Committee has had a very successful year with more than thirty business people in attendance at the November gathering at A Pizza.  JLUB and BDAC are making new appointments in the coming year.

Committeeman Elefante:  BDAC has worked very hard this year.  Court and Department budgets for 2013 have been submitted to the CFO for review and would also like to have a Draft Budget prepared by February or March.  Code/Construction/Zoning held their last meeting in December with J. Sabetta, J. DiBella and M. Fruits.  They discussed open items for 2012 and will continue their discussions in 2013.  Seven home permits issued and next meeting in January will be determined.

Deputy Mayor Fein: Trash/Recycling dates should refer to our web site for holiday collections and vegetative pick up on Jan 14th.   Schools have reviewed their security procedures for enforcing perimeter access, parent pick up, doors being locked and parent ID being shown.  KRHS held safety and security meeting with South Harrison and Woolwich police to review plans.  American Flag and State of New Jersey will be flown at half-staff for the passing of the victims in Connecticut.  

Mayor Maccarone: Police and Fire Department did an excellent job on the parade, tree lighting and Paulsboro chemical spill.  Open Space/Ag-ordinances were tabled and will be reviewed. 

Old Business:  Solicitor commented on the NJ Turnpike Authority that he would like to delay his evaluation for two weeks.
