MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
WORK SESSION MEETING
MARCH 4, 2013

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Samuel Maccarone Jr. at 7:04 p.m. with the following statement:

The March 4, 2013 work session meeting of the Woolwich Township Committee is being called to order.  Adequate notice of this meeting has been given in accordance with the Open Public Meetings Act.

Also present on the dais were Rich Kaser, Associate of Solicitor Mark Shoemaker, Director of Community Development Matt Blake and Jane DiBella, Administrator/Clerk.

Those present saluted the American Flag.

Motion was made by Committeeman Descano, seconded by Committeeman Fein and unanimously passed to open the meeting to public comment.

Fred Smith of 176 Kirschling Drive noted that his pet was killed in the park by a snare trap. He wanted to advise that he is afraid the Township’s reaction will be to not allow dogs to run in the park, and hopes to see that a portion of the park be reserved for that purpose. He further stated that he would like to know what can be done to prevent this from happening again. He noted that snare traps are illegal in Pennsylvania, but not in New Jersey. He also expressed concern that the responsible person will get a warning because the parkland was not posted.

Mayor Maccarone stated that he has spoken with the Township Solicitor about posting signage. He further advised that the Township does have a law that prohibits hunting and trapping on parklands. He advised that the Committee will be exploring ways to make the park safer.

Mr. Smith noted that the state Fish, Game and Wildlife lands adjoin the Township parkland and asked if it would be possible for the state to relinquish the land to the Township.

Mr. Blake replied that the State does have a history of transferring land. He has spoken with Green Acres, and since the adjoining land uses are not compatible; we could also ask that the state withdraw the land from hunting.

Mr. Smith noted that the land is difficult for hunters to access also.

Mayor Maccarone said ideas would be further discussed under new business.

Mr. Smith volunteered his time to post the area.
With no further public discussion, the public portion closed upon a motion by Committeeman Fein, seconded by Committeeman Armano and unanimously passed.

Committeeman Descano questioned the need, and Mayor Maccarone advised that the funds are not included in the temporary budget. The Administrator explained that she was unable to obtain a Certification of Funds from the CFO, but that funds are being made available in the 2013 municipal budget for this purpose. Committeeman Descano seconded. All were in favor.

Mayor Maccarone noted that he is happy with the decisions reached.

The Administrator/Clerk presented her report as self explanatory and noted a few corrections. Committeeman Armano questioned the status of the P/W storage building construction and was told that the solicitor is working on sign off to begin construction prior to appearance before the JLUB.

Seeing a resident enter the meeting, motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Committeeman Fein to re-open the meeting to public comment. All were in favor.

Ann DiGiocomo wished to invite the Township Officials to participate in the Kingsway Education Foundation Spring Swing Golf event, noting that all funds raised are used to assist the students.

The Committee thanked Mrs. DiGiocomo.

Motion was made by Committeeman Armano and seconded by Committeeman Descano to close the meeting to the public. All were in favor.

Mr. Blake presented his report at which time the following items were discussed:

The February 27th kick off meeting of the TDR work group took place beginning the five year TDR review process. The itemization of tasks that need to be completed are varied and comprehensive. The team discussed housing types and metrics, and pros and cons as to altering the sending and receiving areas. Since much sending area land has been preserved through conventional methods, the township has the opportunity to tweak the areas. Discussion was held as to bumping out the town center area through on encompassing land.

The group also discussed the imminent need to work out the sewer issues and to get the involvement of the state TDR Bank. 

Mr. Blake suggested that the Utility Attorney’s look at an alternative to the wastewater solution through a package plant. He further noted that the JLUB Atty. should look at the RC3 zoning district which currently says is subject to the Woolwich Adult Agreement-which makes it difficult to determine zoning and prohibits TDR analysis. 

He advised that Kathy Stewart of Senator Sweeney’s office is assisting with NJDOT meeting to plan infrastructure needs. Committeeman Armano asked what those needs are. Mr. Blake responded that there are access codes which do not look to the future.

Mr. Blake asked Committeeman Descano if he had anything to add regarding the meeting.

Committeeman Descano noted that the discussions were adequately covered, but that the notion of sewer is fundamentally important for the future corridor growth. 

Mayor Maccarone thanked those for their hard work and asked that the Committee consider authorizing the JLUB Solicitor to look at the RC3 underlying zoning under new business.

The Committee discussed the following items:

Park Ordinances: The Park Ordinances were provided for review, and Mayor Maccarone suggested that Committeeman Descano work with the Solicitor on items that need to be addressed.

Committeeman Armano advised that he has spoken with the Solicitor regarding whether or not there should be leased signage space within our parks, and based upon Green Acres Rules and Regulations, he has advised that the lease not be allowed. 

Regarding hunting and trapping on park land as discussed during the public portion, Mayor Maccarone suggested that the Director of Community Development be authorized to discuss the Fish, Game and Wildlife parcel adjacent to the park with his contacts at the NJDEP.

Escrow Remediator:	Mayor Maccarone noted that due to a number of escrow disputes, the Solicitor has advised that someone be named as escrow remediator. The Administrator/Clerk advised that the Solicitor felt it should be her. Deputy Mayor Elefante suggested that she enlist the assistance of the JLUB secretary.

Comcast Local Access Programming: Mrs. DiBella advised of the quest of the Kingsway High School District to change Comcast channel access times to be more convenient. The District would also like to obtain a quote from Comcast for a 24/7 dedicated channel. Since the Township is the franchisee, a request must be made by the Township for these things to occur. She requested authorization to contact Comcast in this regard on the behalf of the District.

South Jersey Land and Water Trust Consulting Services: Mrs. DiBella also presented a quote from South Jersey Land and Water Trust to renew its relationship with the Township to assist in the Farmland Preservation efforts of the Township. 

Schedule Budget Meeting-Saturday, March 23rd or 30th –Mayor Maccarone noted the need to schedule a budget meeting and the Committee discussed dates and decided to conduct on March 30th at 9:00 a.m. The Clerk will Sunshine the meeting.

There was no old business.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Under new business, motion was made by Deputy Mayor Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to accept the resignation of SLEO I Christopher Troughton with regret. All were in favor.

Committeeman Descano asked if this is an officer the township trained and has now lost? Mayor Maccarone replied that he was a Class I Officer which requires little training. Committeeman Descano noted that it seems to be a trend losing Class I Officers. 

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Elefante to authorize the Director of Community Development to contact New Jersey Fish Game and Wildlife to discuss withdrawing its land adjacent to the park from hunting and trapping. Committeeman Fein seconded. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Armano to authorize the Director of Community Development to reach out to the JLUB Solicitor to obtain a cost estimate to review the R3C zoning. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Committeeman Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to authorize the Administrator/Clerk to contact the communities served by Comcast regarding request for scheduling time change. All were in favor. 

Motion was made by Committeeman Fein and seconded by Committeeman Descano to authorize the Administrator/Clerk to contact Comcast to request pricing for dedicated channel for the Kingsway Regional District and municipalities. All were in favor.

Motion was made by Committeeman Fein and seconded by Deputy Mayor Elefante to authorize the Mayor to execute agreement with South Jersey Land and Water Trust. All were in favor. 

Mayor Maccarone suggested the Committee consider scheduling a Town Hall meeting in April. The Administrator/Clerk suggested contacting the 3rd Legislative District to inquire if the meeting could be held in conjunction with their Mobile Office visits. The Committee was in agreement and asked if she would reach out to inquire.

Motion was made by Deputy Mayor Elefante and seconded by Committeeman Descano to authorize the payment of bills as submitted by the Finance Officer. All were in favor.

Committeeman Fein noted there did not seem to be a signature page in the bill list.

With no further business, motion was made by Committeeman Descano and seconded by Committeeman Fein to adjourn the meeting. All were in favor. 

The meeting adjourned at 7:53 p.m.
