MINUTES
WOOLWICH TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE
REORGANIZATION MEETING
JANUARY 1, 2013

The meeting was called to order at 2:05 p.m. by the Clerk/Administrator, Jane DiBella who welcomed all and wished a happy new year to those present.
Mrs. DiBella made the Open Public Meetings Act notice statement.
